Why Study Godôs Word 
 

 Just as we eat 3 meals a day to sustain our 

physical bodies, we must also feast on Godôs word daily 

to sustain our souls.

Forty Faithful Men 
 

 Christianity was legalized in the 

Roman Empire in A.D. 320 by Constan-

tine.  However, Licinius who controlled 

the Eastern half of the empire refused, 

broke ties with the Western half of the 

empire and continued to prosecute and 

kill Christians if any refused to denounce 

Christ!  Licinius demanded every soldier 

under his command to worship the Ro-

man Gods but 40 soldiers refused.  Be-

cause of this they were beaten, skin was 

ripped with hooks and they were impris-

oned.  These forty men still refused to 

denounce their belief in God!  Next they 

were stripped of their clothing and placed 

in the middle of a frozen lake.  A warm 

bath was waiting for any that relented and 

turned to the Roman Gods.  After hours, 

one man finally couldnôt take the freezing 

water any longer and ran to the warmth of 

the bath water.  One of the guards who 

witnessed hearing the men sing to Je-

sus, actually was first angry that the 

one gave up, anger turned to convic-

tion and he in turn broke from the 

ranks, shed his clothes and joined the 

other 39 brave soldiers for Christ!  

Those forty died that day not giving in 

to the torture, ridicule and hatred of 

Christ!   

 In 2 Timothy 2:3 it says 

ñEndure hardship with us like a good 

soldier of Christ Jesus.ò 

 We might not be beaten with 

whips, clothes torn off and thrown in 

freezing water, but we are in a battle.  

We are soldiers that must stand up to 

what Satan throws at us.  It might be 

name calling, loss of friends, being 

hurt by friends/family or being full of 

doubt.  Are we strong enough to en-

dure the hardships?  Can we be faith-

ful like those 40 men were?  We can 

if we are committed, dedicated and 

relying on the ONE who leads an 

army like no otheré.The Lordôs 

Army!
