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 SEARS went out of business.  The big Sears 
store at the Mall in College Station closed its doors.  
The building is now empty.  First it was Montgomery 
Wards, which has been gone for a long time, and 
now Sears.  Remember the catalogs?  For those of 
us who do remember it was like Amazon Prime 
shopping but slower.  We searched through the 
catalog looking for items we wanted to buy, wrote a 
check, sent it by mail and in a few weeks it arrived 
at the door.  It was just like Amazon Prime now a 
days....just s l o w e r. 
 But Sears is really not gone.  There is now a 
Sears Market Place, just not a Sears store at the 
Mall.  I found out recently while shopping on line for 
a wench to attach to my ATV.  I ordered it and it is 
on the way.  Sears adapted to the new shopping 
context.  People were not coming to their stores 
anymore so they created a new way to sell their 
wares. 
 I wonder.....how have we adapted as a 
church to the new social environment in which we 
now live?  At one time church services were a part 
of social life.  Everyone went to church often and 
even went to other churches for VBS and 
ñmeetingsò or ñrevivalsò as some called them.  There 
were not as many social events back in the day.  
Families went to church together regularly because 
there were not as many things to do as there are 
today.  Families are pulled in all kinds of directions 
in our present context.  I am wondering if we should
